
Once your biometrics information
has been submitted, your passport
is mailed to the Embassy for
redistribution 2-4 weeks after your
appointment. Passports are mailed
to their applicants the day after
they are received at the Embassy.

In the event, you do not receive any
notification within 7-9 business days
after your application, please email us
at
ambawashington@rwandainusa.gov.rw  
with your full legal name and copy of
your Rwanda ID, we would be more
than happy to double-check on your
behalf whether your passport has been
approved or not.

If your passport has been
approved, please reach out to us
to schedule your biometrics
information capture appointment

Once your application is
successfully submitted on Irembo,
your application is then sent to the
Directorate General of Immigration
and Emigration (DGIE) for review,
and approval. If your passport is
approved, you will receive a
notification email or text message
from the DGIE guiding you to head
to your nearest Embassy to submit
your biometrics information.
Applicants from Mexico, Argentina,
and the U.S. will all be conducted in
Washington D.C. Please remember
to check your spam/junk mail for
this notification.
